“Our community needs passionate
nurses who are willing to stay
in our town long term. | began
nursing motivated by this cause
and have taken steps to make
sure my degree enables me to
contribute in this way...”

DESCRIBE THE ACTIONS.

“For example, | arranged all of
my placements in rural NSW to
better equip me for rural nursing.
This has included managing
increased workloads and creating
good community connections in
the places | have worked. One
experience that was particularly
impactful was...”

EXPLAIN THE OUTCOMES.

“Ultimately, | am gaining
confidence in rural health settings
and intend to return to Cooma to
work as a nurse upon graduation...”
